Birthing Services:
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While the month of October is designated 
as Breast Cancer Awareness Month 
by the American Cancer Society, 

health care providers urge women to place an 
importance on their breast health year-round.  
This includes staying current with regular self-
breast exams and an annual screening.

What is breast cancer?
According to the CDC, breast cancer is when the 
cells in the breast grow uncontrollably, creating 
a tumor. The most common breast cancers are 
invasive ductal carcinoma, which is cell overgrowth 
in the breast ducts, and invasive lobular carcinoma, 
which involves cell overgrowth in the glandular 
tissue of the breast. With both types, invasive 
cancer cells can spread to other parts of the body.

What are the symptoms?
Breast cancer symptoms can vary with some 
people experiencing no symptoms. Symptoms 
may include lumps, thickening, pain, nipple 
discharge, swelling, and dimpling or puckering of 
the skin.

If you have any signs that worry you, be sure to see 
your doctor right away.

How is breast cancer detected?
The gold standard for detecting breast cancer is a 
screening mammogram, in which a low-dose X-ray 
captures images of breast tissue to be examined 
by a physician for masses and other abnormalities. 
Regular screening mammograms provide patients 
and their physicians with the best chance to 

detect breast cancer at an early stage, when it is 
smaller, not yet spread, and is more responsive to 
treatment.

Other imaging, including breast ultrasounds and 
breast MRIs are performed at Fisher-Titus if 
abnormalities are detected on the screening.

How often should I get a mammogram?
Most women should begin scheduling their annual 
mammograms at the age of 40. Those who have a 
family history of breast cancer should start having 
annual screenings sooner. Women should talk with 
their physician about what age is appropriate to 
schedule their first mammogram.

Where should I get a mammogram?
For comprehensive detection, choose an 
accredited facility with 3-D mammograms, such 
as Fisher-Titus, an ACR Gold Standard accredited 
facility. Advanced 3-D imaging reduces false 
positives up to 40%.

Why go to an accredited facility?
ACR Gold Standard of Accreditation signifies 
meeting rigorous qualifications, overseen by 
certified radiologists. The gold seal ensures top 
imaging quality and safety in tests, granted by the 
American College of Radiology. ACR, a prestigious 
organization of 34,000 physicians, upholds the 
highest imaging standards in the U.S.

At Fisher-Titus, your care is our top 
priority. That’s why we are proud to be 
on the cutting edge of patient care with 

new equipment in all our departments. This 
rings especially true with the newest piece of 
equipment in our Rehabilitation department,  
the Lite Gait. 

The Fisher-Titus Auxiliary recently funded 
a piece of equipment known as Lite Gait, 
which is used in the outpatient Rehabilitation 
department, as well as the Transitional Care 
Unit (TCU) at Fisher-Titus. Lite Gait allows 
for patients suffering from neurological or 
orthopedic impairments to “stand” within it 
and begin facilitation of walking, otherwise 
known as ambulation, early in the 
rehabilitation process.

“I haven’t been able to walk in over 10 years,” 
said Jane Hibbard, a patient at Fisher-Titus 
who has Multiple Sclerosis (MS). “With Lite 
Gait, I can actually walk a few steps by myself 
with help from my physical therapist.”

There are many proven health benefits to 

ambulation that the Lite Gait helps achieve. 
Additionally, early increased ambulation time 
can improve the quality of walking and lead 
to quicker discharge for the patient.

“Lite Gait can help patients regain some 
movement, ease pain, and improve balance,” 
said Lisa Myatt, a Physical Therapist at Fisher-
Titus. “Anyone with restricted movement, 
or neurological issues such as strokes, MS, 
Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis (ALS), Cerebral 
Palsy, or brain injuries are just a few examples of 
who can benefit from Lite Gait.”

Lite Gait can be brought bedside and allow 
patients to walk within their rooms, the hallways, 
the gym, or even on a treadmill. This allows for 
a safer way for patients to stand without the 
risk of unnecessary injury or additional staff on 
standby to help.

The Lite Gait was funded through proceeds 
from the Fisher-Titus Auxiliary Gift Shop, 
which supports patients and residents at 
Fisher-Titus, Norwalk Memorial Home, and 
The Carriage House.

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Diabetes is a health issue that 
impacts a significant number 

of people both in the United States 
as a whole and within Huron County. 
Among those affected by this 
condition is Dr. Christina Canfield, MD. 
Despite her medical expertise, she has 
encountered firsthand the challenges 
posed by diabetes, highlighting the 
widespread nature of its influence.

“During my routine wellness check 
last summer, my bloodwork revealed 
diabetic sugar levels, indicating that I

had been in a prediabetic state for a 
significant period,” said Dr. Canfield, a 
Family Medicine Physician at Fisher-
Titus’ Wakeman Office. “It was rather 
sobering for me. I knew I needed to 
make some changes.”

The Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention (CDC) defines diabetes 
as a chronic health condition that 
affects how your body turns food 
into energy. As of 2022, around 37 
million Americans, roughly 11% of the 
population, have diabetes according to 

the CDC. Additionally, a 2020 study by 
Huron County Public Health showed 
an 11% diabetes diagnosis rate among 
Huron County residents.

Reflecting on her patients, Dr. Canfield 
noted, “A lot of my patients either 
have diabetes or show signs of it. The 
need for Diabetes Education surprised 
me as a physician, yet it proved very 
helpful for me. I tell my patients to try 
it because it made a huge difference 
for me.”

By participating in Fisher-Titus’ 
Diabetes Education Program, Dr. 
Canfield effectively managed her 
diabetes, shedding over 65 pounds 
since July 2022. 

“We treat each person uniquely, 
considering their current habits, past 
attempts, successes, and failures,” 
said Kelly Berry, MFN, RD, LD, a 
Registered Dietitian and Diabetic 
Educator at Fisher-Titus. “Our goal is 
to integrate healthy eating into their 
lifestyle, empowering them to take 
charge of their well-being.”

Hospitals have long 
stood as beacons of 
hope and healing. The 

unimaginable idea of a healthcare 
facility becoming a scene of 
catastrophic crime is unsettling. 
With the increasing frequency of 
gun violence, local first responders 
and hospitals are joining forces 
to ready themselves for the 
unexpected. Routine drills bring 
together hospital staff to train 
for active shooter incidents and 
a surge of patients from mass 
casualties, an unfortunate reality 
in today’s world.

“For decades, Fisher-Titus Medical 
Center has conducted drills to 
prepare for unplanned crises related 
to natural and chemical disasters, 
such as inclement weather, fires 
or explosions,” says Brent Burkey, 
MD, President and CEO, Fisher-
Titus Medical Center. “Now, many 
hospitals and health systems,

including Fisher-Titus, conduct 
drills to help employees prepare and 
react specifically for treating victims 
of a firearms attack.”

In collaboration with local 
emergency responders, Fisher-Titus 
recently simulated responses to an 
armed attack at Janotta & Herner, a 
local commercial construction firm 
in Monroeville.

Fisher-Titus also conducts active 
shooter drills at the hospital and 
its satellite offices. On top of this, 
all employees are offered ALICE 
Training, a civilian active shooter 
response training program.

“I never thought I would have to use 
the training, but it was very helpful 
when I needed it,” said Kennedy 
Friend, a native of Norwalk and 
employee at Fisher-Titus. “You feel 
so much more prepared if the time 
ever comes where you have to 
use it.”

Kennedy, a graduate of ALICE 
Training through Norwalk High 
School, was on-campus at 
Michigan State University in 
February 2023, when a mass 
shooting took place. ALICE 
Training helped her remain calm 
and prepared during the situation, 
ultimately helping keep her and her 
friends safe.

“While we pray this type of situation 
never happens locally, we cannot 
ignore the fact that it is possible. 
Education and preparedness are 
key to saving lives,” says Burkey.

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The Fisher-Titus Foundation raises funds to 
strengthen the health care services available
